New Inventory Turn Report 

Inventory “turn” is a statistic often used to measure the performance of an inventory item with 
higher turn rates being preferable.  Specifically “turn” is calculated using the following formula: 

 Total (annualized) Sales / Average On Hand = Inven tory Turn 

In all Point of Sale 8.0 versions (excluding Cash Register Plus) “turn” can be viewed for items, 
departments and vendors.  You can also compare turns for two time periods and also view the 
current “on order” quantities of the items listed on the report.

Suggested Reorder Quantities (Pro, Multi-Store) 
Reordering merchandise using the Suggest POS feature in version 8.0 is easier and offers more 
flexibility than in previous versions.
